�x Based upon results from this Call for Papers and Presentations, we will construct a 

format that will include opportunities for interaction and dialogue as well as for 
formal presentations. 

 
�x All proposals are requested as soon as possible, but no later than March 15, 2010. 

The steering committee will jury the submissions and provide acceptance feedback by
